Made with EC1118 yeast, then spent 14 months on lees and
stored underground, at 17°C.

This refreshingly balanced wine is bright straw yellow in colour, with an autolytic
and pastry aroma. Expect a crisp and tart palate, pome-fruit and red apple, with
a lemon curd finish.
